#1. HNF1a-inactivated

Å90% are sporadic inactivation

(10% inherited = MODY type 3)

Åsteatosis prominent

Åusual type in adenomatosis(>10 lesions)

ÅL-FABPIHC (this is activated by HNF1a)

Å>> lossof normal staining occurs

Åmalignant change extremely rare
